7. Do NOT use baby talk.

Talk to your child constantly. One of the most important ways children
learn language and increase their vocabulary is by listening to the adults
and children around them. The richer and more abundant the language
they hear daily, the more likely it is that their language skills will grow
and develop.

Read aloud. When you read books to your child, hopefully on a daily basis,
take time for discussion. Point out to your child new objects that are il-
lustrated in the books and discuss new concepts introduced in the book.

Show and Tell. Whenever you go somewhere, collect some small item to
bring back. Have a family show-and-tell-time when your child can tell
Grandma and Grandpa, aunts, uncles and cousins—whoever will listen-about
his or her treasure. These special objects do not need to be elaborate or
expensive..what matters most is the resultant verbal sharing experience.

Label, label, label. Expose your child to as much vocabulary as you can.
Your child will not remember the name of every object you label for them
at first, but the hearing of those names over and over again will increase
the chances that he or she will eventually learn that label.

Use descriptive words. Don't use the same descriptors, such as “"good,”
"big," "little” and "nice” all the time. Be expansive in your descriptions! Use
words like “terrific,” “*huge,” “tiny,” and “kind."

Expand vocabulary. Name body parts and iden-
tify what you do with them. For example, “This

is my nose. I smell with my nose. Where is your

nose? What do you do with it?“

Hable con su hijo constantemente. Una de las maneras mas importantes
de los ninos para aprender el lenguaje y aumentar su vocabulario es escu-
char a los adultos y los nino a su alrededor.

Etigueta. Exponer a su hijo en el vocabulario tanto como pueda. Su hijo no
se acordara del nombre de cada objeto que se etfiqueta para ellos al prin-
cipio, pero la audiencia a los nombres de una y otra vez, aumentara las
posibilidades de que el o ella entually aprendera esa etiqueta.

Usar palabras descriptivas. No usar los mismos descriptores, como
"bueno,” "grande,” “poco,” y "agradable” todo el
tiempo. Ser expansivos en sus descripciones! Use .
palabras como “fantastico,” “enorme,” “pequenc "
y “clase.”

Aumentar vocabulario. Nombre las partes del
cuerpo e idenftificar lo que haces con ellos. Por
ejemplo, "Esta es mi nariz. Huelo con mi nariz.
Donde esta tu nariz? Que haces con tu nariz?"
